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Working in the valve industry, we hear and use a lot of
specialized jargon—like dead-man’s handle, nipples,
worm gears, hot tap and live loading. And acronyms like
ANSI, ASTM and WQA. There are a ton of terms to
know, and some are downright confusing. But
understanding terminology and acronyms is the first step
toward proper valve selection and trouble-free
installations.
